Background of Rule 20A

ASince 1967, underground conversion in the State of
California has been performed under California Public
Utility Commission (CPUC) Rule 20 (Parts A, B and C)

ARule 20Ais funded by PG&E

APG&E allocates Rule 20A work credits to communities for
financing of overhead electric infrastructure to
underground infrastructure
A Undergrounding of distribution lines in neighborhood

A Based on formula to distribute work credits proportionally on the
number of customer accounts (Approx. $150,000)



Background of Rule 20A Continued

APurpose of undergrounding the utilities:
A Enhanced aesthetics
A lmproved service reliability
A Greater public safety

ACity Municipal Code Chapter 8.28 (Underground Utilities
Facilities)

ACity must identify project in the public interest and pass a
resolution forming an underground district

ACity may use the accrued Rule 20A work credits to
underground facilities

ACity may borrow forward future work credit allocations for
a maximum of five years from PG&E
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Why Are We Discussing Rule 20A?

ACPUC passed Resolution E-4971 which will transfer Rule
20A work credits from inactive cities to City of Live Oak

APG&E to reallocate $554,000 of unused work credits from
communities that have not participated in the Rule 20A
program over the past eight years to the City of Live Oak

AEstimated transfer of $29,272 from San Bruno

ATo avoid the transfer, the City has until March 11, 2020 to

become active. Must satisfy the following:
1. | Formally adopt an undergrounding district;|or

2. Started or completed construction of an undergrounding conversion
project within the last 8 years, defined as 2011 or later; or

3. Received Rule 20A allocations from the utility for only 5 years or fewer
due to recent incorporation.
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Rule 20A Reqguirements

AThe undergrounding district must be in the general public
Interest for one or more of the following reasons:

1.

Such undergrounding will avoid or eliminate an unusually
heavy concentration of overhead electric facilities;

The street, road or right-of-way is extensively used by the
General Public and carries a heavy volume of pedestrian or
vehicle traffic;

The street, road or right-of-way adjoins or passes through a
civic area, public recreation area or an area of unusual
scenic interest to the public;

The street, road or right-of-way Is considered an arterial
street or major collector as
of Planning and Research General Plan Guidelines.
